Regarded as one of the  tra ditional n® gociant-®l®veurs, Maison L ouis Latour is th e 
producer of some of the fi nest Burgundian wines but has also pioneered the produc-
tion of fine wines from outside of the confines of Burgundy.

Joseph Perrier  
Cuvee óJosephineô 2002 
Cuvee Josephine is presented in a 
highly decorated bottle, inspired by 
an old hand-painted magnum found 
deep in the cellars by Jean-Claude 
Fourmon.  
The wine is pale gold with hints of 
green, and with a rich steady bead. 
It has notes of flowers on the nose 
along with intriguing fresh tropical 
fruit suggestions and a touch of 
brioche.  
The palate shows some tightness of 
structure with layers of concentrated 
ripe fruits, spice and patisserie over 
a clear backbone which promises a 
long life. This is certainly a star in 
development.  

Joseph Perrier Cuvee Royale 
Brut 
The appearance is a beautiful yellow 
with touches of gold. The bead is gen-
tle with tiny bubbles that hint at the 
long ageing. The nose is lively, with 
hints of citrus, followed by apple and 
pear, which one finds then on the pal-
ate, together with just a hint of spice.  
With a pleasant rounded fruit character 
yet with plenty of attack and a refresh-
ing finish this is a perfect 
aperitif champagne.  

Joseph Perrier Cuvee Royale Brut 
Rose 
The Cuv®e Royale Rose has a rose petal 
colour and an exciting vibrant mousse. On the 
nose there is a very attractive red fruit charac-
ter, a mixture of raspberries and strawberries 
and hints of blackcurrant.  
On the palate this red fruit character domi-
nates ; it is a very appealing and easily enjoy-
able champagne, fruity yet dry, making a per-
fect drink for afternoons with 
friends or with dishes such as pink 
lamb, scallops or foie gras.
